• Spread topsoil and lay sod. 
• Plant fertilization and watering.

• Operate power mowers, push mowers, tractors, snow blowers, electric clippers, 

running saws and other landscape maintenance equipment. 
• Perform other manual duties to clean and maintain landscaped environment, shop 

and equipment.
